Rocky Mountain SER is a community based non-

profit organization, which has provided education, 

employment and training services to underprivileged 

families through Head Start, Migrant Head Start and 

Workforce, for the past 32 years.  

Rocky Mountain SERõs Head Start Division is the 

largest in Region VIII. Services are provided in 18 

communities throughout the State of Colorado, serv-

ing a total of 2,276 children and their families.  

RMSER also provided quality Head Start services to 

the Migrant and Seasonal Farmworkers since the 

spring of 2012.  Serving families in the counties of 

Weld, Morgan, Larimer, Adams, Boulder, Mesa, 

Montrose, and Delta. 

The Workforce Development Division services mi-

grant and seasonal farm workers through a one-stop 

workforce development center in 20 communities 

throughout many rural counties in Colorado. The 167 

National Farmworker Jobs Program is solely offered 

by RMSER throughout Colorado.  As the federal 

grantee of this program, RMSER offers employment, 

training and support services to low income migrant/

seasonal farmworkers.
